Pass CEHA/CES To Be Acredited In Order To Use ResaleNet

On 11 Apr 2008, Singapore Accredited Estate Agencies (SAEA) announced the introduction of the
Common Examination for Salespersons (CES) as an alternative accreditation for agents who have
been unsuccessful in passing the Common Examination for Housing Agents (CEHA). Agents have
been asking if the CES is recognised by HDB and the government. Both IRAS and HDB have yet
to make a public announcement as to whether CES is recognised. However, agents who do not
pass CEHA or CES by 1 Jan 2009 will not be accredited by SAEA and will not be allowed to use
the HDB ResaleNet system. The CES consists of 2 examination papers of 100 multiple choice
questions each with a passing mark of 50%. The total cost for both examination papers is $200.
The minimum qualification to take the CES is 2 GCE O Level passes. However to help all practicing
agents, there will be no minimum qualification for those who take the CES in 2008. The Company
has decided not to wait for IRAS or HDB statement and to conduct CEHA cum CES course. The
course will start on Wed 10 Sep 2008 (2pm to 5pm) at Park Mall Office. The cost of the course
is only $288 inclusive of notes and model answer books. Call 6333 5322 to register. A copy of the
course schedule can be found in E-Office Download Forms.

Agents Must Join SAEA Accredited Scheme To Use ResaleNet

Agents who have passed the Common Examination for House Agents (CEHA) or Common
Examination for Salespersons (CES) have been asking if it is a must to join the Singapore Accredited
Estate Agencies (SAEA) accreditation scheme thereafter in order to use the HDB ResaleNet
system. From 1 Jan 2009, agents who do not join SAEA after passing the CEHA or CES will not
be allowed to use the HDB ResaleNet system. For more information on SAEA or CES, agents can
view the briefing slides by clicking on E-Office Download Forms.

UPDATES

Earn more referral fee, commission and overrding with Campaign R. Launched on 22 Sep 2008,
the campaign rewards DWG agents when they recruit new or senior agents from 22 Sep 2008 to
31 Oct 2008. Campaign R is made up of 4 incentives as follows:

1. Recruit New Agents (RNA) - Recruit a New Agent and receive $200 Referral Fee when the New
Agent pays full for the course.

2. Recruit Senior Agents (RSA) - Recruit a Senior Agent and get double the overriding commission
for the Senior Agent’s first transaction.

3. Recruit Co-Brokers (RCB) - Recruit your Co-Broker and get more commission on that transaction
closed with the Co-Broker.

4. Recruit Division Directors (RDD) - Division Directors who recruit Division Directors will enjoy
0.5 percent overriding commission on the recruited Division Director’s agents.
